Learners taking GCSE Mathematics will take three papers, each 1 hour 30 minutes. The first paper is a non-calculator paper; the second and third allow the use of a calculator. Learners will be awarded a final grade from 9 - 1. 
Key points
· Two tiers of entry
Foundation grades 1 – 5
Higher grades 4 – 9
· 3 exam papers – each exam is 1.5 hours long – could be questions on any part of the course
· Paper 1 – non calculator
Papers 2 and 3 – calculator
Equipment
It is VITAL that all learners have the correct equipment for mathematics lessons, including ruler, protractor, compass and a scientific calculator. (We recommend Casio fx-83GTX or Casio fx-85GTX (solar version))
