What is sexual harassment?

Sexual harassment is unwanted conduct of a sexual nature that can occur online and offline.

This could include, for example:

» Sexual comments, such as: telling sexual stories, making lewd comments, making

sexual remarks about clothes and appearance and calling someone sexualised names;

» Sexual “jokes” or taunting

* Physical behaviour, such as: deliberately brushing against someone, interfering with someone’s clothes
» Sharing of unwanted explicit content online

* Upskirting

+ Sexualised online bullying

» Unwanted online sexual comments and messages, including, on social media;
