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The theme of the summer task is ‘Me, myself I’ which will involve investigating 
Portraits, both self and others. 

Portraits do not necessarily mean a visual representation of the face but can include objects which describe a person’s character.

It will also involve making your work personal to you reflecting your personality, beliefs, aspirations, hobbies, family, friends and possessions …a kind of visual autobiography if you like. 

· Take photographs of yourself, people
· Work on loose sheets of paper (cartridge, sugar paper etc.) 
· Produce 6 studies in a range of sizes and media of portraits of friend family member and yourself - draw from life where possible. (Spend 3 hours on these in total.)
· Produce a self-portrait as well as your other studies in a media of your choice. (Spend 3 hours minimum on this.)
· Take 7 photographs which are good representations of the people/things you have drawn. Print these out. 
· 
You will hand in 7 drawings and 7 photographs loose in a folder/wallet.

Extension work 
· Visit an exhibition….if it relates to the theme even better!! 
· Produce an analysis of what you see…..take photos if possible….interview the artist if they are present, (in smaller exhibitions they sometimes are present) 
· Ensure you refer to the visual elements eg the use of line, tone, colour, pattern texture as well as composition, mood and meaning. Refer back to how you would have done this at GCSE but try to extend your art vocabulary. You can read how others do critiques online to give you an idea to model. 
· Present this on paper with the images and/ or postcards from the exhibition.
