Spanish Summer Tasks 2019
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Welcome to Year 12 Spanish!   Here are the instructions for your summer tasks.  All tasks should be printed off and brought in to school for the first Spanish lesson in September. 

1. Read through the grammar notes for the formation of the present and preterite tenses. Print off all worksheets and complete them for these two tenses.  You will find a verb table for lots of tenses so you can refer to this for the verb endings etc.  The expectation is that you will know how to form the present and preterite tenses of regular and irregular verbs when you start in September.
2. Use the preterite tense to create a Powerpoint presentation about your summer holidays.  This could be true, made-up, funny or serious!  The important thing is that you are as accurate as you can be with the past (preterite tense).  These will be presented to the class in September.
