Please work on the following three tasks over the next few weeks and be ready to hand them into your Media teacher by the 10th September 2021.

Task One: Print Production 
Create a film poster to promote a new original British independent film. You can choose from the following genres: Horror, Rom-Com or Action. Make sure you do some research first so you can recreate the codes & conventions effectively.
You should include:
· At least one original image
· Appropriate title & industry context
· Appropriate tagline
· Appropriate font, type size and colours to create meaning
· A visual style that identifies your chosen genre clearly.

Task Two: Broadcast 
Choose a television show which has an interesting depiction of gender and answer the following question in under 500 words:
How is gender represented in [insert television show title]?
You should use clear examples from the programme including terminology and theory as appropriate. 

Task Three: Online 
Choose a celebrity that has a big online presence. Research the following terms: convergence, multi-platform content, prosumers, fandom and globalisation.
Create a presentation of the celebrity’s online presence using these terms. Make your presentation as visual as possible. No more than five slides please.
